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Central States Success

The Hidden History League was created to
combine American history and metal detecting as a way
of creating a new learning experience for students. Metal
detecting has taken learning to a whole new level, by
unearthing artifacts from our American past.

Students are able to experience hands-on
learning by digging up old relics and identifying them
from spoons to pill boxes and by attempting to predate
them.

We also utilize modern movies in our club as an
additional tool for learning. The movies National
Treasure, Pirates of the Caribbean, and metal detecting
videos are all tools that
interests in learning not just about American history, but
world history as well.

When metal detectors are used to locating
coins, we take the date that is imprinted on the coin and
attempt to determine if there was any relevant events in
history that may have occurred during that time if such
an event is determined then we look at the economic
relevance during that time and make comparisons to the
economics of today. | have found this method of
teaching to be very useful, my students seem to absorb
and retain information much easier than by reading
books.

| also teach my students how to properly use a
metal detector and how to excavate a site, as well as
making sure that everything that is dug up put properly
back in its place. The kids just love to get their hands
dirty! I originally had over 135 children signing up for the
club, but I was only allowed to accept 60 students which
by all means is an achievement in itself. My students
look forward to every club meeting which are held twice
a week.

| wish to thank the FMDAC for all its help, and
any additional help that you can provide such as
additional metal detectors would be greatly appreciated.
The children enjoy the little mini-coin textbooks and
treasure hunting books that you sent us. Though there
are not enough books to
mind sharing the books.

Leqislative Wrap Up

With the end of the year upon us it is time for a recap of
this past year® legislation highlights. Here they are in no
specific order.

1. Fighting the closures of two parks in NY City is
slow going. Some headway has been made. The task
force, along with help from across the country, has
succeeded in getting them opened on a limited basis. At
this point the city is refusing to negotiate any further,
citing that old worn out
parks that have seen metal detecting for decades.

Email and phone call campaigns are still going on. A
protest was conducted in front of Central Park, which is
offSirfits fo Bete&ihgOThié Fafhered Home mddih | dr e
attention and is available for viewing on the web.

city replied to this protest and the media attention.

Stating that it was not the way to go about it and the
matter is basically closed. However, it seems to me like
they got their attention!

2. The situation in Louisville is at a deadlock. Elected
officials are refusing to discuss it. Once again this ban is
in areas that have allowed detecting for decades. What
is needed there is a big change in the elected officials.
Maybe this could become an issue in the next elections
of every city official. There is a new development in this
one that is just getting off the ground. They are working
a new direction. More info will be found on the forum
when it is available.

Al so from Kentucky is that
back. For those not familiar with it | will briefly explain. It
would require a permit from the state to dig an
farchaeol ogical o site on
of an archaeological site is wide and the property owners
have no say. This bill is disguised as a cemetery
protection act with the pertinent factors hidden in
between. This bill has never made it out of committee as
it appears that it has no support at all beyond the
Sponsors.
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3. There is some movement in Wisconsin, although it is
not in the preferred direction. A lobbyist was hired jointly
by several concerns to work on the situation. After a
meeting between all involved it looked like something
could be worked out. Apparently it was just a smoke
screen on the states part. There is now a bill in the
works that has not yet been submitted at the time of this
writing. Watch the website for info when it is submitted.

4. The Omnibus Lands Bill passed. This massive
government land grab will acquire millions of acres and
re-designate tens of millions more. Shutting off and/or
regulating many uses of these lands to include
everything from metal detecting and fossil collecting to
mineral exploration and logging. One area that is known
to contain 1006s of mild]l
limits to drilling.

The alarming part of this bill is the way it was passed. Or
actually not passed is the correct term. This bill
contained over 170 individual bills thrown together by
Reid to create a big mess. They had to take the whole
mess without debating the merits of each piece. Which is
the way it is supposed to work and the way the founding
fathers set it up to work.

Now for the kicker - The bill passed the Senate but failed
in the House. They suspended debate on it. A one-
thousand page bill was not open to debate. Because of
that it needed a 2/ 3 vote.
few votes short. That means the bill is dead. Well not
with this corrupt btuTheSenate f
took the number off a bill that had passed the House and
was waiting for a Senate vote and put that number on
S22. They then voted on HR146 and passed it. The bill
is now law. You read that right. It did have to go back to
the House for a concurrence vote which basically meant
nothing. This vote happened the same way the first
House vote did. This time it passed by a couple votes.

Changing the number on it was the back-up plan. This
1000 page bill was not even open to amendments. Every
one put forth to protect the citizens was voted down.
Here are a few. To prevent the taking of any citizens
property against their wishes; to insure that the people
have access to all the land involved; and one prohibiting
pork from being added. Our legislators have totally
subverted and destroyed the whole process. They are
running rampant. If they can pass whatever bills they
want by throwing the rules out the window or just
changing them at their whim then where does it leave it
the people and the country?
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5. Abill in CA to suspend dredging was signed by the
governor. There were high hopes that he would veto it
as he had done with similar bills in the past. This bill
halted all dredging until the environmental studies are
done. There is a time limit set on completing these
studies but we all know how the fast the government
works. The unknown factor is what the outcome of these
EIR studies will be. This applies to state land only. Info |
have read said that the US Forest Service might not be
enforcing this on its lands within CA.

The amazing part of this is the economic impact studies
that showed the loss to CA was a definitive 65 million
dollars and could exceed 100 million. After the
legislators passed it and the governor signed it they went
on to try to figure out how to pay their bills when they
were already in the hole. | just cannot fathom the
Rdntal®y df'thes® pedple®You el akready 8eeplirPd¥bt O
S0 you pass a bill that prevents you from collecting
money that you would have otherwise.
